This program provides
students with a foundation in statistical
and computational methods with an
emphasis on the privacy, ethical, and
societal issues surrounding technology
and big data.

Students in
this program will gain strong analytical
thinking, communication skills, and
project management experience.

SDA students are provided free access to
Tableau, and will complete coursework
from a diverse range of disciplines
including economics, linguistics,
philosophy, political science, geography,
statistics, english, communication, and
gender, sexuality, and women's studies.

Coursework will also extend to other
disciplines across SFU, providing
students the flexibility to pursue their
areas of interest within the scope of
social data analytics.

Everything comes together in a capstone
project seminar, where students work

in teams to apply their skills to a social
issue or policy problem.

If you're inspired by communication,
ethics, statistics or any other discipline
offered at SFU, the social data analytics
minor helps you discover how technology
fits into global society.
